2.   DECLARATION OF QUORUM
Chairman Art Hall declared a quorum with 5 of 5 members being present.
3.   Communication/Reports:

None at this time.  Mr. Kiphart stated he would share any information at the end of the meeting.

4. Approval of Minutes:

Chairman Art Hall asked if there were any additions or corrections to the May 18, 2006 minutes.  

Vice-Chairman Kirk Demaree stated he submitted a list of corrections to the recording secretary. 

Annmarie Alligood stated that that vote on the last petitioner needed to be corrected.

No other corrections were submitted.

Tim Fonderoli made the motion to approve the May 18, 2006 minutes as corrected.  Jerry Liston seconded that motion.  The motion to approve the May 18, 2006 minutes as corrected was approved with a vote of 5-0.

5.   OLD BUSINESS

A.)  BZA-R.V.-0009-05-02006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE WITH A PUBLIC HEARING.

Chairman Art Hall stated this variance request was previous tabled and asked for a motion to un-table it.

Jerry Liston made the motion to un-table BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE.  Tim Fonderoli seconded that motion.  The motion to un-table BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE was passed with a vote of 5-0.

Chairman Art Hall read the overview. The variance request is asking for approval of the permitting of 56% of parking spaces in front of retail shopping center; Ordinance allows maximum of 30%; And no parking spaces in the rear of the building; ordinance requires no less than 10%.

The property is located at 79 South Main Street, Cicero, IN; Zoned: DC or Downtown Commercial; property size: 1.00 acre and the property owner is FC Realty Twenty-28.

Dave Gilman representing Williams Realty reminded that this petition was tabled at the last BZA meeting because of the concern of the lack of parking spaces satisfying the requirement.  There is not enough parking space and that there is no rear parking specified.  He was here tonight to get approval for the parking that is shown on illustration/drawing dated April 14, 2006.

Mr. Gilman stated that at the Plan Commission meeting last week there was a discussion regarding the alley being used as a drive-thru.  This was not acceptable and the drive-thru proposal was removed from the project.  There was still a concern with the total number of parking spaces defined on the drawing.  

Mr. Gilman informed the BZA that part of the retail space that was going to be leased will now become the condo’s fitness center, which will alleviate the parking space shortage.

They have also reduced the amount of outdoor seating area at the restaurant from 25-feet of area to 15-feet of seating area.

Kirk Demaree stated that this did appear in front of the Plan Commission.  The parking was a concern but they were addressing the orientation of the retail building on the property and the Aesthetic Plan. The Aesthetic Plan was approved.  The Master Plan was approved with conditions.

Chairman Art Hall stated he was disappointed with the parking situation and would have preferred the parking in the back of retail center.  This would go along with the Comprehensive Plan for the town. 

Chairman Art Hall stated he questioned whether or not this was a genuine hardship and felt this could be possibly a self-imposed hardship. 

Dave Gilman stated that if the parking was in the back the walk would be longer, with it being in the front you have a better control over the parking and the pedestrians in the area.

There was a discussion regarding the parking that was located in the back at Arni’s. The reasoning for this was because of the road improvements that were planned. 

There was a discussion regarding the fact that this was a transition DC area and not a DC block of zoning.

Kirk Demaree stated that there would be some concern with the Sight Plan if the parking was moved to the back.  This will keep the same archectural look as the condo’s.

Chairman Art Hall asked for a motion to Open the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE.

Tim Fonderoli made the motion to Open the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE.  Jerry Liston seconded that motion.  The motion to Open the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE was passed with a vote of 5-0.

Comments from the Audience.

· Dan Strong from 810 Lanyard commented on the parking situation regarding the property owners to the east.

· Kirk Demaree stated that the drawing that they should be reviewing is dated April 14, 2006.

There was general discussion that the tenants that lease the remaining retail space would determine the number of parking spaces required.  But the retail space has not been leased, so the required numbers of parking space is difficult to determine. 

· Dave Gilman stated that they now have made adjustments for the required parking spaces. The tenants will also be aware of this.  Also one tenant space will now be the fitness center.

· Dan Strong stated he was not against parking in the front.

There was no other conversation.

Chairman Art Hall then asked for a motion to Close the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE.
Tim Fonderoli made the motion to Close the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE.  Jerry Liston seconded that motion.  The motion to Close the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE was passed with a vote of 5-0.

Discussion by the BZA board:

Kirk Demaree first stated he wanted clarification on the Date of drawing that is being considered.  It was agreed that the drawing that is being considered is dated April 14, 2006.  This was stated for the record.

There was a discussion regarding if the building was relocated to the front of the property and parking relocated to the back of the retail center would then cause problems for the entrance/exit to the retail center.  Presently the proposed exit is lined-up with the entrance/exit from the condo parking lot on Main Street. 

There was a concern with the fact that pedestrian safety would be reduced if the retail center was moved forward.  The line of sight would be possible be reduced. 

There was a discussion regarding the preservation of the downtown look and feels in this area.

There was no other discussion so Chairman Art Hall then called for a motion on BZA-R.V.-0009-05-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE.

6.   NEW BUSINESS:

(A) BZA-L.U.V.-0010-06-2006 LAND USE VARIANCE

Chairman Art Hall gave a brief overview of the Land Use Variance request.  The petitioner would like to renew his variance for the flea market he his operating. 

The property is located at 22175 U.S. 31 North, Cicero, IN; Jackson Township; Zoned: AG; Property size: 15.17 acres; property owner: Douglas Deem Collins.

Chairman Art Hall asked Mr. Kiphart if the fees have been paid.  Mr. Kiphart stated that yes they had.

Chairman Art Hall stated that this petitioner is requesting to run a flea market in an agricultural zoned area.  Mr. Collins comes before the BZA and gets a renewable permit each year.

Mr. Collins addressed the BZA stating he would again like to get a variance to run his flea market whether it opens or not.

Tim Fonderoli stated he was out there sometime in July of last year and Mr. Collins had satisfied all the up-dating and requirements as he agreed to last year.

Kirk Demaree asked if he was doing anything else out there, questioning a specific building.  Mr. Collins stated he was not doing anything with the building.

Chairman Art Hall asked if he had cleaned up the area?  Mr. Collins stated yes he had.  There is no outside storage and there are no personal items.

There was a discussion regarding the location of some cars and asked if they were being sold.  Mr. Collins stated they were not being sold.

Mr. Kiphart stated he also had been out there and that Mr. Collins had cleaned up the property quite a bit.

Kirk Demaree what to know if there were any other commercial uses?  Mr. Collins stated no.

Kirk Demaree stated that since this was a Land Use Variance, he wanted to know what the hardship was, and then continue to read from state statue of what document ??

Mr. Demaree felt that this was a mis-use of a variance and that Mr. Collins did not met even two of the requirements.

There was a discussion regarding the fact that a Land Use Variance is a temporary Use and this is not a temporary Use.

There was a discussion regarding the mis-use and the need to open the Public Hearing.

Chairman Art Hall stated that there is no Public Hearing scheduled on this petition.

Chuck Kiphart suggested that the BZA could consider an approval of this request for the rest of the year-2006 and then per statue and a re-zone can then be consider through he Plan Commission process.

Kirk Demaree then made the motion to approve BZA-L.U.V.-0010-06-2006 LAND USE VARIANCE upon the following conditions: 1-that the LUV variance applies to only the rest of the 2006 calendar year; 2-then Mr. Collins will have to go before the Plan Commission to apply for a re-zone for the property in question.  Jerry Liston seconded that motion.  The motion to approve BZA-L.U.V.-0010-06-2006 LAND USE VARIANCE upon the following conditions: 1-that the LUV variance applies to only the rest of the 2006 calendar year; 2-then Mr. Collins will have to go before the Plan Commission to apply for a re-zone for the property in question was approved with the following vote:

Mr. Kiphart stated to Mr. Collins that a Re-zone would be to Mr. Collins advantage. This would re-zone the property to Commercial instead of Agricultural.  Use the property for what it is being use for.

B.)  BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE WITH A PUBLIC HEARING. 

Chairman Art Hall gave an overview of the petitioner request. The petitioner is in front of the BZA and asking for two variances and read the following: The two variances: 1. To construct a 36.0 ft. by 72.0 ft accessory building, this would be a third accessory building: Zoning ordinance allows two enclosed accessory buildings.  2. The size of the third accessory building is larger than what the zoning ordinance allows by 3,178 sq. ft; ordinance allows 1,320 sq. ft.

Chairman Art Hall stated they would address both variance in the same discussion but would vote on them separately.

The property is located at 22440 Schulley Road, Cicero, IN, Jackson Township; Zoned R-3; Size of the property is 5.03 acres and the property owners are Bret and Lyneen Burrow.

Mr. Burrow addressed the BZA Board.

Mr. Burrow stated he would like to build an additional accessory building for all his stuff.

Chairman Art Hall asked what he was storing?  Mr. Burrow stated he had a motor home, several motor cycles, a couple of boats, antique cars.

There was a discussion as to whether there was any commercial equipment.  Mr. Burrow’s stated he had no commercial equipment.

Tim Fonderoli asked if there was going to be any living quarters there?  Mr. Burrows stated no.

Chairman Art Hall asked if there would be any plumbing?  Mr. Burrows stated no.

Chairman Art Hall asked if there would be any living areas?  Mr. Burrows stated no.

Chairman Art Hall asked for a motion to open the Public Hearing.

Jerry Liston then made a motion to Open the Pubic Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE.  Kirk Demaree seconded that motion.  The motion to Open the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE was passed with a vote of 5-0.

Comments from the Audience: no comments were stated.  

Kirk Demaree then made a motion to Close the Pubic Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE.  Jerry Liston seconded the motion.  The motion to Close the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE was passed with a vote of 5-0.

It was then decided that the BZA had only address the construction of the third accessory building and did not address the size of the third accessory building.

Further Discussion then continued regarding the third accessory building.

Chairman Art Hall informed Mr. Burrows that ordinance only allows two accessory buildings and then asked for comments from the audience.

A gentleman from the audience (name is unclear) stated he has no problem with the BZA approving the variance for the accessory building.  He would like to see the drawing. This gentleman came up and looked at the information and in general stated it was OK.

Jerry Liston stated that this accessory building is being constructed on a 5 acre plus parcel there is 233feet of the side of this construction area.

There was a discussion regarding the height of the accessory building being 24feet and the ordinance allows up to 23-feet. There appeared to be no concern here.

Chairman Art Hall asked if there were any other comments.  None stated.

Annmarie Alligood then made a motion to Close the Pubic Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE.  Jerry Liston seconded the motion.  The motion to Close the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE was passed with a vote of 5-0.

The motion to approve BZA-R.V.-0011-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE with the following conditions: 1. There will be no storage of commercial equipment or any type of commercial activity; 2.  There will be no living quarter or space within the accessory building; 3.  You will record your conditions by legal document and this will be discussed with Chuck Kiphart’s office was approved with the following vote:

C) BZA-RV-0012-06-2006 REQUIRMENT VARIANCE AND PUBLIC HEARING


Chairman Art Hall gave a brief overview.  The petitioner would like to construct a new house. They would like to request a variance for front yard setback; reduce the overall size of the house; and they would also like to reduce the pitch of the house.


The property owners are Mr. and Mrs. Davenport.  The location is 23345 Cammack Road, Cicero, IN; Zoned: R2; Sized of the property is 1.3 acres. 

Mr. Mike Shine addressed the BZA for the Davenports.

Mr. Shine stated that Mr. and Mrs. Davenport owned a piece of property west of Cicero.  They have owned it for approximately 35 years.  The Davenports are retired and would like to build a retirement size home for themselves.  The house they live in right now is adjacent to the location of this new home.   If the house variances are approved the Davenports would be removing an old mobile home that is located on the property right now.  

The Davenports would like to reduce the required size of the house from 2,100 sq. ft to 1,550 sq. ft. They would like to also reduce the front yard setback from 70.0ft to 43 ft. And finally they would like to reduce the roof pitch from a 7:12 to a 5:12 so it would not look like an A-Frame style home.

Chairman Art Hall stated that the area out there is Zoned R2 which is large lots and large residential homes and then proceeded to cite from the Cicero/Jackson Township Sub-Division Control and Zoning Ordinance Book Article 3, section 3-6 indicating use.

Chairman Art Hall asked if anyone had any questions?

Jerry Liston asked about the foundation?  Mr. Shine stated it would be a concrete foundation.

Chairman Art Hall asked about the orientation of the house on the lot?  Mr. Shine stated the orientation of the house is the results from the position of the trees there.

There was a discussion of when the property was platted.  No one knew specifically when this property was platted.

There was a discussion regarding a 120 right-of-way in the area, then Chairman Art Hall asked for a motion to Open the Public Hearing.

Jerry Liston made the motion to Open the Pubic Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0012-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE.  Annmarie Alligood seconded that motion.  The motion to Open the Public Hearing on BZA-R.V.-0012-06-2006 REQUIREMENT VARIANCE was passed with a vote of 5-0.

Mr. Shine asked if he could say something else.  Chairman Art Hall gave Mr. Shine permission.

Mr. Shine stated that the Davenports have owned the property for 35 years in hope of retiring in this area some day. They planned to give the other house to their family and settle in next door into something much smaller.

The Davenports current home is 1,800-sq. ft. and that is just the first floor, their present house is just too much and would like something smaller. Please consider their request.

Kirk Demaree stated that the pitch with the zoning ordinance does not violate the state code, our ordinance called for at least 7:12.  They have decreased the pitch.  This is an up-grade.

Chairman Art Hall asked this there was any further discussion?  None was indicated.
