1.)  RE-ZONE REQUEST BY  F.C. REALTY-28

Dave Gilman stated he has now somewhat of a master plan of the Condo project and he is here to present an overview.

They will be requesting a re-zone from NC-neighborhood Commercial to DC-Downtown Commercial.  Building for will now go at the location were the old restaurant is presently.

They will be in front of the BZA in May to request variances.

Mr. Gilman provided a drawing for view.  He explained that there will be detached garages along Main Street and they will be designed like the detached garages located at building 4.  They also will be all brick. Mr. Gilman displayed an artist illustration of the detached garages.   

All the parking will remain the same with no parking along the waterfront.

This is the first step for a new plan to be approved. 

There was a brief discussion regarding the possibility of a vehicle traffic blind spot at the intersection of Jackson Street and Main Street.  Mr. Gilman stated that the detached garages are located south of the intersection that there should be no blind spot.  Mr. Gilman stated that presently there are trees indicated at the southwest corner and that they may be removed and low lying bushes be installed instead.   This will be discussed at the Plan Commission Meeting.

Mr. Gilman stated that all parking requirements are satisfied.

Mr. Gilman informed everyone that the strip of land just south of the condos on the west-side had been purchased and this may be the location of additional boat docks.

There was a brief discussion regarding who will be maintaining that property.  Mr. Gilman stated he would relay this concern onto the appropriate person.  Mr. Comer stated that the Cicero Street Department has maintained it in the passed, as a courtesy.

There was a brief discussion regarding the schedule of how the buildings will be torn down.

Building 4 will be constructed first.  This is the building that is furthest south on Main Street. Then building 3, then building 2 which is were the old restaurant would have been.

There was a brief discussion regarding the moving of a sanitary line, but no decision was made.

Mr. Kiphart informed Mr. Gilman that the current owner had two illegal dumpsters and that they need to be enclosed per town ordinances.  Mr. Kiphart did stated that to let them remain at their present status, someone would have to address the Cicero Town Council and ask for their permission to allow the dumpster as they are, since they will be relocated, removed as needed.

Mr. Gilman stated he would take care of this and forward this concern to the appropriate person.

There w as a brief discussion regarding the square footage of the restaurant, retail space and club house.

There was a brief discussion regarding the present utilities.  Mr. Comer stated they are OK but again there were no decision made regarding specific utilities and that the Plan Commission would not be addressing any of these issues.

Mr. Kiphart informed everyone that the process for paper notification has changed.  Since some customers were not paying for the notification service requested the Paper would not print any notifications until they are paid for.

2.) FINAL PLAT

Mr. Kiphart stated that this was not an actual FINAL PLAT discussion, this was really a SKETCH PLAN discussion. 

Mr. Kiphart stated that the original plat is made up of three lots.  They would like to change it to four lots.

Ms. Sharp stated she would like to turn the three lots into four lots and sell off the lots with the townhouses.

There was a discussion regarding the fact that if this was the direction they wanted to go, then they would not meet the zoning requirements and variances would be required. 

Mr. Kiphart stated that presently, since the property is grandfathered everything is Ok, but as soon as you change something you will have to meet current ordinances.

There would be three variances required: One- for the size of the lots; Two: the width of the lots; and third: the depth of the lots.  All three requested can be done with one variance.

There was a discussion regarding the possibility of changing the three lots to one large lot, then sell the townhouse units separately without property.  Then no variances would be required.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the best approach to achieve a sensible solution with the most effective direction.

It was then agreed that Ms. Sharp would get back with Mr. Kiphart with what direction she would like to go and things would proceed from there.
