1.) RE-ZONE A-2S (Agricultural/Large Lot residential) to C-3 (Major Community Impact

Mr. Kiphart gave an overview of the project.  The property is located at 16012 State Road 32 East in Noblesville, Indiana.  Within Wayne Township.  There are two parcels with a total of 5.22 acres the property owner is Kent Ward.

Mr. Ward would like to re-zone the property to C-3, which is Major Community Impact.  This property is grandfathered in for storage outside.

They have received from the Surveyors Office, Health Department and reported they have no problem with this re-zone.

Mr. Mike McBride with the Hamilton County High Department stated that they have no problem either.

There were no other issues.

2.)  PRIMARY PLAT AMENDMENT-Arbuckle Farms

Mr. Kiphart stated Mr. Mike Arbuckle with Arbuckle Farms is ready to get started. Mr. Arbuckle would like to amend section one of Arbuckle Farms.  He would like to divide section one into two parts.  The lots would not change.  The County Highway Department and the Health Department has no problem with his doing this.

Mr. Arbuckle talked with Mr. Any Conover with the Hamilton County Surveyors Office and he was OK with this also.

Mr. Arbuckle stated this was just an economical move.  It is expensive to put in the entire infrastructure for section one.

The first part of section one would have 6 lots nothing else is changing.

There was a discussion regarding the acceleration and de-acceleration and whether or not anything would change here.  Mr. Arbuckle stated nothing is changing other than the number of lots in Section One will be divided into two parts for economical reason.

There was a brief discussion what would be the next step.  

Mr. Arbuckle would have to go back to the Plan Commission for amending the Plat. He would also have to go in front of the County Commissioners for road acceptance.

There was a brief discussion the approval of Infrastructure.  These were approved when the Construction Plans were approved. 

Mr. Kiphart asked Mr. Arbuckle to contact him to get on the Plan Commission Agenda for the Plat Amendment for Section One.

3.) ROBERTS MINI-STORAGE FACILITY

Mr. Kiphart stated that there would be no formal discussion.  This would be a discussion regarding the possibility of Change of Use.

Mr. Craig Scheibert is the property owner.  The property address is 22179 U.S. 31 North. Within Jackson Township; and is Zoned C3.

Mr. Scheibert would like to have a mini Storage facility at this site.

Mr. Kiphart stated that the State Highway department is not affected.  The County Highway Department is now not available, but this does not affect the county either because it is not a county road.  

Mr. Kiphart asked Mr. Scheibert if there was going to be any outdoor storage such as RV’s, boats and misc.  Mr. Scheibert stated there would be no outdoor storage and understood that the Site Plan has been approved.

The property was previously approved for C3 as indoor storage. 

Mr. Kiphart stated that if you want outdoor storage you would then have to go in front of the Cicero/Jackson Township BZA for a Special Use Variance.  

Mr. Scheibert stated he would not be doing any outdoor/exterior storage.

Mr. Kiphart gave Mr. Scheibert an example of Outdoor storage would be boats. Mr. Scheibert understood.

Mr. Scheibert stated this would be self-storage.

Mr. Kiphart stated that the only thing you will have to do then is to go in front of the Cicero/Jackson Township Plan Commission with an amended site plan for the Overlay District Review along 31.  

Mr. Scheibert said he would get in contact with Mr. Kiphart to get on the agenda.
