1.) MASTER PLAN AMENDMENT AND AESTHETIC REVIEW OVERLAY DISTRICT CONDO BUILDING #2 AND RESTAURANT AND RETAIL SHOPPE AREAS.

Dave Gilman stated he had been in front of the BZA to request several variance requests. Some of the variances have been achieved.  Others have not been approved yet.

There was a discussion regarding a drive-thru window located behind the restaurant or on the East Side of the building. (This was a assumption from the conversation) 

There was a discussion regarding the abandonment of two alleys in this area.  One runs north/south and the other alley running east/west.  The town council would have to approve the abandonment of the alleys for this project.

There was a discussion regarding the location of a 6-inch water line and a sanitary line running east/west on the north end of this area.  It was agreed that this would have to be further looked at. (this was an assumption from the conversation)

There was a discussion regarding possible improvement such as curbing and sidewalks to Buckeye Street.  Mr. Ilko of Crossroads Engineering stated that at this time there is no plans for curbing or sidewalks but will look into it. Mr. Bislich stated he did not just want to see it washout.

There was a discussion regarding effective evacuation of the residents of buildings #2, #3, #4 should something happen with only one entrance/exit onto Main Street. Fire Chief Peachey stated they had reviewed this concern and the Cicero Fire Department is comfortable with the way the project is laid out at this time. 

There was a discussion regarding the location of a particular fire hydrant.  It was agreed that this particular fire hydrant would be upgraded and located on the island.  No location was identified.

There was a discussion regarding the lack of deliveries area in the back of the retail space; that there are no sidewalks or landing in this area; the need for an emergency exit from each retail space; and whether or not there is a code requiring an exit from the back of the building.  It was stated that deliveries through the front of the retail space would be acceptable and that Crossroads would look into the requirement per code for an emergency exit from the back of the building and if required they would address the landing requirement at the same time.

There was a discussion about relocating the landscaping to the East Side of the property to the West Side to allow the above concerns if necessary.

There was a discussion regarding the line of sight surrounding the exit from the condo’s #2, #3 and #4 onto Main Street.  Mr. Ilko stated he was comfortable with the line of sight and would be happy to review this area again with Mr. Bislich.

There was a discussion regarding planting/landscaping along the detached garages on the West Side of Main Street.  Mr. Gilman expressed the interest in acquiring an additional 3 feet within the right-of-way for landscaping. It was agreed that this would be discussed at a later date.

There was a discussion regarding the recessing or the lowering of the grade for the garage units. The elevation for the garage units would be lowered and earth would be mounded around them.

There was a discussion regarding the re-locating of the garage units closer to the condo buildings and move the parking space along Main Street were the garage units were original proposed.  It was agreed to look at this idea and maybe it may help the line of sight situation if a problem arises.

Mr. Kiphart stated he had several items on his list that need to be addressed.   This list was not submitted to the recording secretary.  Several additional variances may need to be approved.

There was a discussion regarding the submitting of a drainage plan.  Mr. Bislich stated he had not seen a drainage plan.  Mr. Ilko stated he would get that to Jeff.

There was a brief discussion regarding the use of gables and a variance request would have to be submitted.

There was a brief discussion regarding the sharing of a dumpster between buildings.  It was stated that Arni’s and the Chinese restaurant presently share a dumpster.  This had been previously approved.

Mr. Mike McBride from the Hamilton County Highway department stated that he sees nothing that would be affecting the bridge at this time.

Mr. Brett Blackman representing Duke Energy stated this was the first time he had attended a TAC meeting here and asked that when placing the transforming pads-please think up-front as to where they are being located.  Mr. Ilko stated that the transforms on this project are located between the buildings.  Mr. Blackman stated that would be fine.

There was a discussion regarding the burying of utilities in this area and the lack of need for an easement in this particular situation.  Mr. Bislich stated that in the areas of Jackson and Main Street where this project is located the Utilities poles will not be used, they utilities would be buried.  This would improvement would begin in 2007.

There was a brief discussion regarding the zero setbacks in the downtown area.

There was a discussion regarding the safety concerns around the area where all the demolition is occurring.  Fire Chief Peachey asked that the old floating dock along Vinegar Hill needed to be pulled away from the shoreline for the 4th of July.  Mr. Gilman agreed to take care of this.  

2.) FINAL PLAT-re-plat of lots 1,2,3,13,14 into only four lots in Stillwater Cove.

Mr. Kiphart stated that this basically is taking five lots and turning them into four lots as a re-plat on Cape Coral Court.  

Mr. Pat Comer stated he was concerned with the fact that the utility department would not have access to a man hole if the re-plat is approved without any type of easement or access is approved.

There was also a ground transformer and its location was also a concern.

Jeff Bislich was also concerned with the location of a storm structure and that there should not be an open casting in this area.

There was a discussion whether or not the President of the Town Council could sign off of the re-plat if the Utility Director was not available to review the re-plat at the council meeting.  

Dave Gilman asked if there would be any type of bonding requirements?  It was agreed that yes there would be bonding if sanitary, storm, water are involved.  Mr. Gilman stated he would get with Mr. Bislich on this.

There was a discussion regarding the Public Hearing requirement and the actual process that would have to be done.  You can not waive the Public Hearing portion of the process and this would have to be discussed at the next Plan Commission meeting. All agreed that Mr. Culp should be contacted.

Mr. Comer stated that he wanted to make sure that an easement with a manhole be included during this re-plat.  All agreed.  

Mr. Kiphart stated he would meet with Mr. Gilman to move forward on this and the timing involved.
