1.) HABITAT FOR HUMANITY DISCUSSION

Scott Bernhart with Habitat for Humanity gave an overview of the project on Brinton Street.  Tina Mendenhall Henderson was completing an application for the project.  This grant would pay for the site plan and preparation.  The lots are already platted and from he understands each lot would have to satisfy the requirements unless the lots are merged.

Mr. Kiphart stated he would have to contact Jan Unger- Clerk Treasurer for water and sewer availability.

Pat Comer stated that water and sewer is available along the alley just east of the lots.

Jeff Bislich stated that the stormwater system is at capacity and that they would have to address this.

Mr. Kiphart suggested a detention pond might have to be considered.  This would have to be discussed with the Cicero Town Council since they function as the Board of Works.

There was a brief discussion whether or not this part of the system was at capacity.

Mr. Kiphart asked if there was a device that could measure to see.  Jeff Bislich stated he would check on the records from the apartments referencing Grissom Estates.

There was some discussion regarding improvements to the alley running north/south.

There was some discussion regarding whether or not the alley running east/west has been platted.  It was agreed that yes it was.

There was a discussion regarding the need for an easement along the alley running north/west for the utilities.

There was a discussion whether or not a survey had been completed on the area.  It was agreed that no survey had been completed.  There was a discussion regarding who would do the survey.  Jeff stated he could do it under the reimbursement program with the town.  Mr. Kiphart stated he would ask the council about this.

It was agreed that the seller would have to pay for the survey if one was necessary.

Mr. Blackman with Duke Energy stated that the power lines were above and that the project should consider putting them into the ground also in the same easement being considered.

Mr. Bernhart stated that there were no plans available for review on the project yet.  They are waiting to see if the grant comes through.

Mike McBride with the Hamilton County Highway Department stated for the record that the county has no jurisdiction over this project. 

There was a discussion regarding the possibility of paving the north/south alley.  This would have to be discussed with the council.

Mike McBride stated that he was taking a new job with IDEM and that Mr. Joe Thurman would be taking his place.

2.)  WATERFRONT RETAIL CENTER  (this was removed)


There was no discussion.

3.) CURRAN ARCHITECTURE-SHAWN CURRAN 

Mr. Shawn Curran distributed a set of illustrations of a proposed retail center that would be located along S. R. 19.  This would be located on the west-side and just south of Community Bank on the two out lots.  The two lots would be combined.

Mr. Curran gave an overview of the two design options in the set of illustrations.  Mr. Curran stated that right now the site Data #1 was preferred, but it looks like it will be a combination of both site designs.  

There was a brief discussion regarding the Common Use Easement regarding the ponds behind the proposed retail center.  

There was a brief discussion regarding the availability of utilities in the area.  

Jeff Bislich stated that there is only one lateral for both lots and it is located at the back of the proposed retail center.  Mr. Curran stated that would be fine.  At this time there is only one necessary.  There was a discussion regarding the size of the lateral.  No one was sure of the diameter.

There was a discussion regarding the need for a road cut on the north lot.

Fire Chief Peachey stated that he would like to see a fire hydrant close to the entrance. 

There was a discussion regarding the increased amount of impervious surface on the project referencing the size of the building.

There was a brief discussion regarding the need for a sprinkler system.  It was agreed that it was to early in the project to tell.

Mr. Curran agreed that he would met with Mr. Kiphart and also contact Jeff Bislich or Pat Comer if there are any other questions. 

ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION

Pat Comer stated he was concerned with the detention ponds and the lack of restrictions.  Mr. Comer cited the particular detention pond located along Voss Hiatt in Warehams Pond Subdivision.  It is 38 ½ feet deep and there are no guardrails around it.  Mr. Comer felt this should be addressed in the construction standards.  Jeff Bislich agreed he would look at them.

There was some discussion regarding getting pictures of the detention pond and presents the concern to the town council.
