Mr. Brian Selwa addressed the Council and the Public.  Mr. Selwa stated that after consideration that he and his new wife have decided to make Noblesville their primary residence and that he was resigning from his position on the Council, the Cicero Jackson Township Plan Commission, and the Economic Redeveloment Commission effective now.  Mr. Selwa thanked everyone for their support during his time on the council.  

PUBLIC HEARING ON 2007 BUDGET

Mr. Holliday made a motion to open the Public Hearing.  Mr. Foster seconded, passed.  Ms. Unger read the proposed budget for each Fund for 2007.  Mr. Harvey asked if there were any comments from the public.  There were none.  Mr. Holliday made a motion to close the public meeting.  Mr. Foster seconded, passed.  Mr. Harvey stated that the adoption hearing for the 2007 Budget would be September 5th, 2006. 

Approval of Prior Minutes

Town Council Meeting Minutes of August 1, 2006 – Mrs. Ross made a motion to approve the August 1, 2006 minutes.  Mr. Foster seconded, motion passed.

Approval of Agenda

Mr. Harvey asked to add to the agenda a discussion of the intersection at Main and Jackson. Mrs. Ross made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Mr. Foster seconded, passed. 

Approval of Claims

Mr. Holliday made a motion to pay the claims as presented.  Mr. Foster seconded, motion passed. 

Petitions or Comments by Citizens

There were none. 
Building Commissioner Report

Mr. Chuck Kiphart distributed Permits for August 1-14, 2006.  

Mr. Kiphart distributed a letter to the Council from him to the Residents of Edgewater Crossing inquiring as to what type of recreational facilities they would like to see in their development.   Mr. Kiphart explained to the Council that in 1996 when Edgewater was developed the developer agreed to place two recreational facilities with in the development when it was 50% completed.  The 50% timeline had been met and since the Cicero/Jackson Township Plan Commission had to approve the recreation facility Mr. Kiphart would like to know what the community would like to have.  Mr. Harvey gave Mr. Kiphart permission to send the letter. 

Mr. Kiphart distributed photographs on the homes in Edgewater which showed a deck on the front of the homes.  Mr. Kiphart stated that there was a 25’ front yard setback and that these decks did not meet the setback.  Mr. Kiphart said that since the development was one lot that he suggested to Mr. Shine that he applies for a blank variance for the lot.

Mr. Holliday said that the one lot subdivision is never to be able to be developed as a subdivision.  The land would have to be redeveloped.  Mr. Holliday said that the Court approved this one lot subdivision and that it had to meet with all of the building codes. 

Mr. Kiphart also distributed photographs that showed extension cords running across the street in Wareham’s Pond because developer did not want to pay for temporary services.  Fire Chief Peachey said that he would look into this. 

Cicero/Jackson Township Plan Commission Report
Mr. Demaree addressed the Council stating that the Cicero/Jackson Township Plan Commission voted to recommend that the Town Council write a letter of support for  Habitat for Humanity project located at Brinton and Dean Street in Cicero.  

Mr. Demaree also said that David Hansen, 90 N. Peru, wanted to open a boutique and nail salon. The building passed aesthetic overview.  Mr. Demaree said that he suggested to the owner that he contact the state for parking on SR 19.  

Mr. Demaree said that Amy Nelson with the Brick Industry would be talking to the Plan Commission about types of brick facades.  

Mr. Demaree thanked Mr. Selwa for his time on the Cicero/Jackson Township Plan Commission. 

Town Engineer Report

Mr. Jeff Bislich said that he had nothing at this time. 

Old Business

Council To Continue Discussion Regarding The Fence In The Utility Easement.  
Ann O’Hara, attorney for the Langford’s at 21695 Anchor Bay Drive, distributed a plat showing the placement of the fence as discussed with Bill Holliday, Carl Harvey, and Pat Comer and asked for approval from the Council.  Ms. O’Hara said that they would still have to go to the BZA for approval.  Mr. Holliday said that there were two screen fences that did not affect the Town and that this issue would have to be resolved by the Homeowners Association.  Mr. Foster made a motion to approve the new fence placement contingent on the Langford’s getting approval from the BZA and recording a document stating that they or any future owner of the property would remove the fence at the expense of the property owner if the Town needed access. Mrs. Ross seconded, passed. 

Council To Consider Approval Of The Town’s Construction Standards.  

Mr. Culp stated that he had reviewed the Construction Standards prepared by Certified Engineering and Jeff Bislich and that if the Department Heads gave their approval he didn’t see any reason not to approve.  Mr. Culp said that if the Council approved the standards then he would prepare an ordinance for the next meeting which included a penalty section.  Mr. Foster made a motion to approve the Construction Standards.  Mr. Holliday seconded, passed.

Council To Sign Ordinance 07-13-2006-1 An Ordinance To Vacate Specific Alleys Within The Town Of Cicero.

Mr. Culp informed the Council that Mr. Gilman was supposed to get certain documents to Mr. Bislich in order for Mr. Bislich to review the legal description for correctness.  Mr. Gilman has not done that and Mr. Culp was not comfortable about approving the ordinance until the legal description was confirmed by Mr. Bislich.  Mr. Gilman said that he was unclear on that particular point and that he would get the document to Mr. Bislich.  Mr. Gilman asked who would be paying for Mr. Bislich’s time.  Mr. Holliday said that under the reimbursement agreement that the developer would.

New Business

Council To Discuss And Re-approve The Overall Aesthetic Master Plan For The Waterfront Condominium Project. 

Mr. Gilman distributed copies of the Revised Aesthetic Overlay Plan for the Waterfront Condominiums at Morse.  Mr. Gilman said that the original plan was dated April 14, 2006 and this was amended June 15, 2006 and that is was the final.  The Council questioned Mr. Gilman regarding the trash dumpster for Arni’s and Mr. Gilman said that he thought Arni’s would be taking care of that issue. The revised dumpster plan for Arni’s would eliminate two parking spaces.  Mr. Holliday said that the parking standards for the Town may need to be revisited as they were too strict particularly in the old part of Town.  Mr. Holliday made a motion to approve the Revised Aesthetic Overlay Plan for the Waterfront Condominiums at Morse contingent on Mr. Kiphart’s review.  Mr. Foster seconded, passed. 

Council To discuss Proposed Brinton Street And Dean Street Habitat Development Project.

Tina Mendenhall Henderson addressed the Council and introduced Barry Kiesel, a Habitat board member. Ms. Henderson informed the Council that she was preparing a grant for $450,000 from the Indiana Housing and Community Development Authority for Habitat for Humanity to build nine homes on Brinton and Dean Streets in Cicero.  The Grant would be awarded in October.  Ms. Henderson said that they knew they would have to work out the issues of water, sewer, and drainage.  Mr. Holliday stated that he was in favor of Ms. Henderson going after the money and that the issues with the small lots could be resolved.  Mr. Foster stated that he had spoken with Mr. Scott Bernhardt, Executive Director of Habitat, and that he (Mr. Foster) thought the organization was a good Christian based organization. However, Mr. Foster was concerned about the screening process for individuals  and how they qualify for the homes.  Mr. Foster thought that there should be a high standard for quality homes and applicants.  Mr. Foster expressed concern that this was an entrance into the Town of Cicero and that he wanted it to look nice, kept up, and maintained.  Ms. Henderson stated that she understood his concerns.  Mrs. Ross stated that she did not think that the alley on Brinton Street should be used as an entrance.  Mr. Foster inquired if there was a program to assist people after they move in.  Mr. Kiesel said that the people were not given the homes and that they did have to make mortgage payments, and that Habitat worked with other organization to help the homeowners.  The discussion continued and Mr. Holliday made a motion to allow Mr. Harvey to sign the letter of support for Ms. Henderson to apply for the grant.  Mr. Holliday said that currently there was no project until they received the money.  Mr. Foster seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-1 with Mrs. Ross voting nay. 

Council To Consider Ordinance 08-15-2006-1 An Ordinance To Increase The Sewer Improvement Budget. 

Mr. Holliday read Ordinance 08-15-2006-1 An Ordinance to Increase The Sewer Improvement Budget.  Mr. Holliday made a motion to approve said ordinance.  Mr. Foster seconded, passed. 
Council To Appoint Town Representative To The Hamilton County Solid Waste Management District. 

Mr. Harvey appointed Mr. Pat Comer to replace Mr. Jerry Cook on the Hamilton County Solid Waste Management District Board. 

Council To Discuss Intersection Improvements At The South Corners Of Jackson and Main Streets. 

Mr. Culp stated that the Council needed to advise him on how to move forward.  Mr. Culp said that Mr. Bislich had previously stated that he used an Appraiser Buyer for this type of transaction.  Mr. Culp proposed that the Council make a motion to have Mr. Bislich contact the Appraiser Buyer and have Mr. Culp seek an attorney in case the issue went to litigation. The Council inquired if the Final Plans were prepared.  Mr. Bislich said that the construction plans were not done and that the Town would probably need 5-8 feet of right of way. Mr. Bislich said that he would get a proposal from Neil Sanders.   Mr. Foster made a motion to allow Mr. Bislich and Mr. Culp to get quotes on this project.  Mr. Holliday seconded.  Motion passed 3-1 with Mrs. Ross abstaining. 

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

President Harvey stated that he was saddened by Mr. Selwa’s resignation.  He said that he would have a lot of appointments to make.  Mr. Harvey asked Mr. Foster to consider an appointment to the Plan Commission.  Mr. Harvey wished Mr. Selwa and his wife well and stated that our loss was her gain.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS.

Jeremy Rainwater addressed the Council concerning the out of control weeds growing on the Retail Center lot at the corner of Main and Buckeye.  Mr. Rainwater said that he thought that they were supposed to start work on August 1st and nothing was being done.  Mr. Comer said that the developer had been contacted by mail stating that he needed to correct the erosion control problem there which included the dirt hill and the weeds.
