Approval of Agenda:
 Mr. Schrumpf made a motion to approve the agenda.  Mr. Hayden seconded, motion passed. 
Public Hearing:  On Determination To Issue Bonds Of The Town of Cicero, Indiana.
Mr. Schrumpf made a motion to open the Public Hearing.  Mr. Amos seconded, motion passed. Mr. Foster inquired if there were any questions or comments from those present.  There were none.  Mr. Culp stated that the October 6, 2015 minutes state that Ordinance 10-06-2015-2 An Ordinance Of The Town Council Of The Town Of Cicero, Indiana, Authorizing The Issuance Of General Obligation Bonds For The Purpose Of Providing Funds To Pay For Certain Capital Projects And Incidental Expenses In Connection Therewith And On Account Of The Issuance Of The Bonds; An Appropriating The Proceeds Thereof was passed but in fact it was just introduced.  The ordinance will be voted on this evening.  Mr. Schrumpf made a motion to close the public hearing.  Mr. Amos seconded, motion passed.

Mr. Foster read the ordinance by number and title and asked the Council to consider action.  Mr. Amos made a motion to approve Ordinance 10-06-2015-2 An Ordinance Of The Town Council Of The Town Of Cicero, Indiana, Authorizing The Issuance Of General Obligation Bonds For The Purpose Of Providing Funds To Pay For Certain Capital Projects And Incidental Expenses In Connection Therewith And On Account Of The Issuance Of The Bonds; An Appropriating The Proceeds Thereof.  Mr. Schrumpf seconded, motion passed.
Approval of Prior Minutes:
Town Council Meeting Minutes, October 20, 2015, 7:00 PM – Mr. Schrumpf made a motion to approve the Town Council Meeting Minutes, October 20, 2015.  Mr. Hayden seconded, motion passed 3-1 with Mr. Hayden voting nay.
Approval of Claims:
Mr. Schrumpf made a motion to approve the claims as presented.  Mr. Hayden seconded, motion passed.

President’s Report:
1. Vice-president Foster congratulated those on their election wins: Mr. Rusty Miller, Mr. Craig Penwell, Mr. Chris Lutz and Ms. Jan Unger.  
Council Committee Reports:
1. Event Committee –Nothing this evening
Legal Counsel Report-Aaron Culp 


Mr. Culp stated that he had nothing right now. 
Cicero/Jackson Township Plan Commission Report: 

Mr. Munoz stated he was struggling to get an administrative assistant but will be interviewing three more applicants this week. 
Town Engineer Report-Mr. Keith Bryant:
Mr. Bryant reported on the following:
1. UV Filter system at Wastewater Plant – Mr. Bryant stated that the contractor was still submitting for state approvals and work should begin in the next couple of weeks.

2. SR 19/Brinton Street – Mr. Bryant stated that they have received the IDEM permit and Mr. Comer will be doing demolition on the areas to be constructed by the Town.  There will be some lane closures on each side.  Curbs should begin sometime later.  Mr. Bryant stated that he has the change order from Midwest for the section to the Rail Road and needed Mr. Foster to sign.  Mr. Hayden made a motion to approve Mr. Foster signing the Change Order for Brinton Street.  Mr. Amos seconded, motion passed. 
3. Update on Hidden Bay - There was a discussion on the paving for Hidden Bay.  Mr. Comer stated that the residents were happy with the work being done.  
Old Business:

Council To Consider Escrow Agreement for Proposed Ultraviolet Disinfection System Replacement Project. 

Mr. Bryant explained that a contract was allowed by law to setup an escrow account although most do not.  Thieneman Construction, Inc. is asking to use Centier Bank and the Town will deposit 10% until 50% of the project is complete.  Mr. Hayden made a motion to approve the Escrow Agreement and allow Mr. Foster to sign.  Mr. Schrumpf seconded, motion passed.
Council To Hear Update On SR 19 Project.

Ms. Hartley stated that this project has begun and is moving forward.
New Business
County Commissioner Heirbrandt to discuss the 236th Street project with us along with an 80/20 grant opportunity for the project to continue into our town up to the causeway.  
Commissioner Heirbrandt introduced Brad Davis and Jim Neal both with the County Highway Department.  They distributed a copy of the proposed East 236th Street improvements.  They explained that they will be widening the road and installing a turn lane and walking path.  The expansion will be from SR 31 to Tollgate Road.  They are asking if Cicero would like to continue this improvement from Tollgate to the bridge.  The County is looking at possible Federal funding with an 80/20 match.  If Cicero is interested then they would like for Cicero to provide a letter of support for the project.  They are looking at Cicero as a destination for recreation.  The project will probably not start until 2020-2021.  They also said that in the Northern Hamilton County trail plan and public survey the first priority was to have a path out to Koteewi Park.  They would also like to have a letter of support for this project from Cicero.  Mr. Schrumpf noted that the next public meeting on the Northern Hamilton County trail plan will be November 18th at 6:30 pm at the Hamilton Heights Media Center.
Mr. Amos made a motion to approve 2 separate letters, one for the 236th Street project and one for the Koteewi Park trail to be signed by Ms. Hartley for the County.  Mr. Schrumpf seconded, motion passed.

Commissioner Heirbrandt stated that he appreciated Mr. Amos’ involvement in the SR 19 project.  Mr. Hayden thanked Mr. Heirbrandt for standing up for Cicero. 
New Recycling Schedule.

Ms. Unger informed the Council that Republic has requested to split the recycle pickup dates.  Everything south of Brinton Street would be picked up on an alternate Wednesday from the current schedule.  Everything north of Brinton Street will be picked up on the current schedule.  Those impacted by the schedule change should be receiving a letter in the mail with the new dates and when the change will be effective. 
Miscellanous
1. Chief Peachey informed the Council that they conducted classes for Firefighter 1 & 2 certification.  The class included 32 hours of training.  Chief stated that they had eleven take and pass the exam. 

2. Ms. Unger informed the Council that the office would be closed on November 5th for end of year off site training for the new software we installed this year.
