Approval of Agenda:
Mr. Hayden added the Executive Meeting minutes from October 29, 2015 to the agenda.  Mr. Foster made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Mr. Amos seconded, motion passed. 
Council To Hold An Appropriation Hearing Concerning An Additional Appropriation of the Town of Cicero, Indiana In An Amount Not To Exceed $1,300,000.

Mr. Schrumpf made a motion to open the Public Hearing.  Mr. Foster seconded, motion passed.  Ms. Hartley inquired if anyone had any questions regarding the $1,300,000 proposed bond issue the Town was adding to the appropriations.  There were no questions.  Mr. Foster made a motion to close the Public Hearing.  Mr. Schrumpf seconded. Motion passed.
Council To Ratify The Passage of Ordinance Number 10-06-2015-2 An Ordinance Of The Town Council Of The Town Of Cicero, Indiana, Authorizing The Issuance Of General Obligation Bonds For The Purpose Of Providing Funds To Pay For Certain Capital Projects And Incidental Expenses In Connection Therewith And On Account Of The Issuance Of The Bonds; An Appropriating The Proceeds Thereof. 

Ms. Hartley stated that this ordinance was originally passed on November 4, 2015, however, the Council needs to ratify that action this evening.  Mr. Amos made a motion to ratify the Passage of Ordinance Number 10-06-2015-2 an Ordinance Of the Town Council of the Town Of Cicero, Indiana, Authorizing the Issuance Of General Obligation Bonds for the Purpose of Providing Funds to Pay for Certain Capital Projects and Incidental Expenses in Connection Therewith and on Account of the Issuance of the Bonds; an Appropriating the Proceeds Thereof.  Mr. Foster seconded, motion passed 4-1 with Mr. Hayden voting nay. 
Ms. Hartley then asked for permission for Ms. Unger to pay any claims received from the sale of the bond proceeds on December 29, 2015.  Ms. Unger stated that in addition to the previously approved Umbaugh invoice she has received an invoice from Barnes & Thornburg and a few claims for advertising.   Mr. Amos made a motion to approve Ms. Unger paying these invoices.  Mr. Foster seconded, motion passed 4-1 with Mr. Hayden voting nay.

President’s Report:
1. Ms. Hartley stated that she intended to introduce to the Council and attendees a lady named Lynn Cogis.  She is the site manager of the Village Apartments of Cicero, comprised of 24 units and she is also a realtor.  Ms. Hartley stated that they have been trying to have a time when Ms. Cogis could attend a meeting but jobs and family demands have prevented this from happening.  On July 30th of this year Ms. Cogis invited Ms. Hartley to attend a ceremony where Ms. Cogis was named USDA Rural Development Site Manager of the Year for 2015.  She is one of our own, managing a business in our town.  She was selected for the award for going way above and beyond what was required of her.  Not seeking credit, but seeking betterment for all residents.  She is tough, but fair and the residents know the boundaries and they know she cares.  She teaches various skills and then encourages residents to use them. She gives support and instills sharing, even providing a “pay it forward” area.  She did not ask me to do this but I believe those who go above and beyond in making our town a better place to live, and try daily to make the lives of those who live here better and more meaningful deserve heartfelt thanks from us.

Mr. Bryant was unable to attend but his written report is below:

Engineer’s Report 
1. UV Project: The contractor (Thieneman Construction) has performed the demolition and is making structure modifications.

2. SR 19 Sidewalk Project: We understand that the current agreement scope has been completed by the contractor (Dorsey). We have discussed the additional work with Dorsey and are making plan and INDOT permit modifications for INDOT submittal. This work is likely to occur in the spring of 2016 when weather is more conducive to a good end-produce and asphalt can be properly placed where damaged.

3. Brinton Street Widening Project: Midwest Paving has completed the work. They have submitted a partial pay application. On December 11, we visited the site and inspected the end-product and measured final quantities. We are working with Midwest to adjust their application to fit the work completed and discuss other issues related to their construction. We will report to the Council when we are at a good point.

4. Hidden Bay Water Project (OCRA): The project is complete. Final paperwork is underway and final payment (retainage release) is expected in January of 2016. Warranty work related to any settlement, grass growth, etc. will be performed in the spring.

5. Hidden Bay Water Service Project: This project is complete. The Contractor’s pay application has been submitted to the Town and recommended for payment. Warranty work related to any settlement, grass growth, etc. will be performed in the spring.
